e We aim to reduce our carbon dioxide emissions and energy usage as much as
possible. We ensure our vehicles are serviced regularly and tyre pressures
checked weekly. We ensure our jobs are planned thoroughly to avoid
unnecessary/wasted journeys. We make sure all lighting is switched off when
not required etc. We also sell ‘flat pack’ cabins thereby enabling us to
transport 4 cabins at a time for every 1 traditional cabin.
